Home furnaces. whether natural gas. fuel 
oil. or electric. have to create heal. A GeoExchange heating 
system uses natural temperature differences between the air 
and the rocks underground. It requires only a small amount of 
electr icity [ 0 concentrate temperatures in a heat exchanger, and 
then circulate either warm or cool air throughout your home. It 
operates like a giant reversible refrigerator. transferring heat 
from the ground to your home during the win ter, and from the 
house back into the ground in the summer. 

Open Loop Syst em 

About 70% of the energy used in GeoExchange heating and 
cooling is renewable energy. For some people, a major aurae­
lion is the minimal maintenance and the almost silent operation 

of the system. Some standing column well sys tems make use of 
the same water well that supplies the home's drinking water. 
There are also open loop well systems that directly lISC ground 
water. After passing through the heat exchanger, the water is 
returned underground via a second well. More commonly, a 
closed loop is constructed in which there is no direct contact 
between the heat system Iluid and the ground water.
